LANGUAGE The Critical Language Scholarship (CLS) Program is an intensive overseas language and
cultural immersion program for American undergraduate and graduate students enrolled at

SCHOLARSHIP U.S. colleges and universities. Students spend eight to ten weeks abroad studying one of

15 critical languages. The program includes intensive language instruction and structured
cultural enrichment experiences designed to promote rapid language gains and cultural
fluency.

Russian Applicants must be U.S. citizens enrolled in a U.S. degree-granting program at the
undergraduate or graduate level. Students pursuing associates or professional degrees at
Swahlh community colleges and technical schools are also eligible and encouraged to apply.

Students in all disciplines, including business, engineering, sciences, social sciences and
Tu rkish humanities are encouraged to apply. All applicants should have a plan to continue studying
the language, and explain how the language will be used in their future careers.

Urdu The CLS Program welcomes all eligible applications and does not discriminate on the basis
of race, color, national origin, sex, age, religion, geographic location, socio-economic status,
disability, sexual orientation or gender identity. Applications are accepted each fall for
